Specimen Requirements:


A sample of tumour (paraffin block from biopsy, resection or cell block) or unstained mounted sections on charged slides for IHC (ALK/ROS on TOMO slides at 3μm, PDL1 on Agilent Flex slides at 4μm)  and 4-6μm for EGFR  (DNA based tests) on uncharged slides


Specific to FISH – If sending unstained sections, please cut at 2μm, mounted on charged slides (Agilent Flex slides)


ALK -slides dried at 37°C. PDL-1 slides dried at room temperature 


Please note tissue handling, tissue fixation, time between cutting and staining and excessive drying can lead to loss of expression. Fixatives containing alcohol should not be used and use of Bouin’s fixative will preclude testing by FISH methods.


When requesting confirmatory/supplementary FISH testing only, please provide a labelled reference slide highlighting desired area for analysis, as appropriate.


A copy of the original Pathology report where possible.
